Remove the safety cap from the canister. Screw the smaller hose nut to the canister (clockwise) and fully tighten with a spanner. Check the hose is securely
attached. Turn on the valve on the canister (anti-clockwise). Check connections for any Leaks and if any occur tighten connections.
