A
temporary waterproofing is a temporary protection against rain. It is part of the concept of a temporary
waterproofing, and this must be monitored during the construction phase and, inspected for damage prior to
installation of the rest of the waterproofing system. If the membrane is left exposed after a maximum period of 2
months, the membrane should be covered by the additional waterproofing system. It must also be clear that the
criteria of a permanent waterproofing cannot be expected from this temporary waterproofing application.

Store the materials outdoors, on end/upright and off the ground with suitable robust UV resistant,
flame-retardant tarpaulin. Ensure the product(s) are clear of buildings and any other storage areas. Where
there are storage containers on site, these may be suitable for storing products.

When stored correctly, the product has a stated shelf life of 9 months. We would suggest additional installation
techniques may be required to ensure adequate adhesion is achieved.
